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The right for an accessible environment is declarated in the following law: 1998. évi XXVI. térvény a
fogyatékos személyek jogairol es esélyegyenléseqguk biztositasarol (XXVI of 1998 Act on the rights of
disabled persons and ensuring their equal opportunities)

There is also the "Law on Built environment" (1997. évi LXXVIII. torvény az épitett kornyezet alakitasarol
es vedelmérdl) that defines accessibility as ensuring "comfortable, safe and independent use" of the
built environment

The decree on the built environment (OTEK - 253/1997. (XII. 20.) Korm. rendelet

az orszagos telepulésrendezési és épitési kovetelményekrdl) gives some information and requirements
on accessible design. This decree also states that all basic requirements must be fulfilled and solved by
the designer, who has to design solutions according to relevant standards - but this obligation is not
known and widely applied by designers - who argue that standards are not obligatory to use.

The whole set of laws and decrees are under a reform process and a new set of laws and decrees is
planned for 2024. It is expected that the terminology used in this new legislation will be in line with
UNCRPD and EN 17210:2021.
